●​ Canned vegetables (low sodium when 
available) – peas, green beans, corn, 
carrots, potatoes, etc. 

●​ Canned fruit 
●​ Canned and jar tomato products 

(sauce, diced, crushed) 
●​ Breakfast items (boxed cereal, oatmeal, 

pancake mix, syrup) 
●​ Pasta noodles (spaghetti, ziti, linguini, 

etc.) 
●​ Canned meat (chicken, tuna, spam, beef 

stew) 
●​ Canned soup 
●​ Canned or boxed broth 
●​ Ramen noodles 
●​ Macaroni and cheese 
●​ Rice 
●​ Coffee and tea bags 
●​ Peanut butter 
●​ Jelly (grape and strawberry) 
●​ Baking items (oils, sugar, flour, cake mix, 

icing) 
●​ Granola and cereal bars 

●​ Condiments (salad dressing, ketchup, 
mustard, mayonnaise, barbecue sauce, 
etc.) 

●​ Paper products (paper towels, toilet 
paper, facial tissues) 

●​ Laundry products (laundry pods, 
detergent) 

●​ Cleaning products (household cleaners, 
bathroom cleaners) 

●​ Baby diapers and wipes 
●​ Hand and bar soap 
●​ Shampoo and conditioner
